 How and where did Jesus serve the crowd (1-2; cf. 1:21)? Who came to Jesus, and why (3)? Think about how they got the man to Jesus (4). What can we learn here from them about faith and friendship (5a)?
2.
 Read verse 5. What surprising words did Jesus say to the paralytic? What kind of a sinner was a paralytic? Why did Jesus say, “Your sins are forgiven?” What does this show about his love and care for the man? Who is Jesus that he could say this (1:1,11)?
3.
 Who secretly objected to Jesus’ words, and why were they offended (6-7)? What did Jesus know and say (8-9)? Why did Jesus say this?
4.
 Read verse 10. What did Jesus want them to know? What did Jesus say to the man (11)? What did the man do (12a)? How did the crowd respond (12b)? What does this prove about Jesus?  What should we do in order that our sins are forgiven?
