 What was the decree that they suggested the king make?  What was the ostensible reason?  What was the real reason?  How did they lie?

4.
 What did it mean to issue a decree and put it in writing according to the laws of the Medes and Persians?

5. 
 What Daniel heard about this decree, what did he do?  How was Daniel's uncompromising stand consistent with his previous decisions and actions? (10)

6.
 What was Daniel's prayer topic?  How often?  What does it mean that he faced Jerusalem?

7.
 What can we learn about prayer from Daniel?  What can we learn from Jesus' prayer life? (See Mk 1:35; Lk 22:42; 23:34a)  Find ways in which Jesus and Daniel are similar.

8.
 How did the king try to save Daniel?  Finally, when he could not, what did he say and do?

9.
 What was done with Daniel?  How did his enemies, the king and Daniel spend the night?  How did God protect Daniel?  What did the king do the next morning?  What can we learn about the God of Daniel?

10.
 What can we learn from Daniel about how to remain peaceful even in the midst of a storm?  What happened to Daniel's political opponents?  What does this suggest about the destiny of ungodly men?

11.
 What was the testimony of King Darius?  What can we learn in this chapter about faith?  About prayer?
